By that fime. their eyes are
open, and their spines are ionger and stiff. too. Then, the young hedgehogs
can safely follow their mother outside the ne?sros she looks for food.

lizards. frogs, eggs and even snakes. When a hedgehog goes after a snake, ifs
spines act as a shield against the snake’s bites. A hedgehog sometimes adds
exira protection fo its spines. Immune o some poisonous plants, a hedgehog
sometimes eats them and then makes frothy saliva in its mouth. It then licksits
spines, spreading the saliva with the plants’ poison all over the s_pines. 13
Though hedgehogs mainly stay on the ground, they swim quite welf and
even climb frees. If one is up in a tree and wants to get down quickly or fails, its

spines come in_ handy once again. When the hedgehog hits the ground, its

spines help it o bounce, thus making it unhurt.
