In this age of science and technology, we often think that we have
managed to find the answers to all of life's mysteries. Most scientists, however,
will admit that this is not really true. Theré are many things that science cannot
explain. Examples of these are the Loch Ness Monster and the Bermuda
Triangle.

The Bermuda Triangle has always been a place associated with strange
events and sightings. Ships and aeroplanes have disappeared inexplicably in this
area. Strange lights and flying objects have been seen by people travelling
through the Triangle. Experts have been baffled for years.

The first disappearance in the Bermuda Triangle in modern times was that
of five American fighter planes on December 5, 1945. They had set off on a
routine training flight over the Atlantic from Florida but they never made it back io
the base. A rescue boat with 13 men on board was sent out to search for the
missing planes but it, too, disappeared. Since then, more than a hundred ships
and planes have disappeared in the Triangle and over a thousand lives have
been lost.

in addition fo such strange events, there are many reports of strange
encounters within the Bermuda Triangle. One trawler captain and his assistant
were towing their catch home when a storm arose from nowhere and they were
pulled backwards. After some time, it disappeared as quickly as it had appeared.
The relieved captain and his assistant came out of the cabin, only to find that the
sun was out but their catch had disappeared.

Many experts are divided over the possible cause of these strange events.

Some experts think that the planes and boats may have disappeared through a
time door into another time period. Others think that there may be flying saucers
in the Bermuda Triangle and that aliens from outer space may be collecting
human beings as specimens for their experiments!
' Despite these claims, most scientists are of the opinion that there is no
mystery at all. They pointed out that ships and planes have disappeared without
a trace in many ocean areas. Moreover, {he ocean near Bermuda is a place of
changing weather and sudden storms and hence, it does not seem unusual that
some ships would sink or some planes would disappear in the area. One
scientist said,” There is nothing mysterious about the ocean except its amazing
size.” In essence, these scientists are quick to point out that for as long as we do
not have enough knowledge fo really make a fair judgment about such theories,
we should just keep an open mind about them.

Frogs, toads and salamanders usuaily make us think of green, slimy little
monsters. These monsters actually belong to a.véry sbecial class of animals called the
amphibians. Amphibians can live bdth on land and in the'water. They commonly inhabit
ponds, rivers, marshes and other wetlands. ,

Today, amphibians are vanishing by leaps and bounds from all the éix
continents where they are found. More than 25 countries are reporting drastic drops in the
populations of amphibians. In some places, embryos are dying; in others, adults are
missing. Why are they dying off?

Scientists blame human interference. Industrial waste and toxic gases given
out by factories, manufacturing plants ‘and cars are steadily poisoning the breeding grounds
of amphibians. Chemicals such as sulphur dioxide rise high intc the atmosphere and mix
with rain. This makes the rain acidic -and thus kills off delicate amphibian _emb'ryos.

More rare species of amphibians are already gone. Costa Rica’s Golden toads
all mate at the same time comparejto other frog species. They have not been seen since
1989. The Australian Gastric Brooding frogs are extinct. Leopard frog numbers are
dropping in the Rocky Mountains. Leopard frogs live in'the wetland regions in these areas.
The wetlands are being drained to make way for highways, industry and new housing.

Another threat to the amphibians is the increased ultraviclet radiation.
Uitraviolet rays come from the sun and are extremely harmful to Iiving things. They can
cause skin cancer in humans. Luckily for us, ultraviolet rays are blocked by a thick layer of
ozone above the earth’s atmosphere. Ozone is a special kind of oi(ygén which absorbs
ultraviolet radiation. Now, the ozone layer is being destroyed by chemicals called CFC's
which are given off by factories. A hole in the ozone layer was discovered over A_:ntarctica
in the late 1980's. As a r_esult, more ultraviolet rays are reacﬁing the earth and more
amphibians are dying. o

Just as the emergence of new infectious diseases such as Avian Influenza are a
{ threat to human and animal populatiohs across the world, amphibian species are also
facing their most significant threat from a little understood disease. A chytrid fl_j'ngus ';5
undérstood to be of the major causes of frog mortality across the world.
