Besrdes punishing offenders and ensuring that they pay their dues for their
crimes, the Singapore: government” also. tries to reform those who have been
convicted. A govemment body, the Singapore - Corporation of Rehabilitative
Enterprises (SCORE), helps inmates and former offenders to become more
employable by offering them skills training and job-placement services. [n 2010, 2444
former convicts were either given skills training or were hired by companies based in
Singapore upon their release. One former convict: who has benefited from the
programme is Mr Abdul Rahim Daud, who was jailed for vehicle theft in 2009. He had
been worried about how long it would take to get a job upon his release, but SCORE
arranged for a job interview for him with a logistics company. The company employed
him and Mr Rahim'’s boss even praised him for his good attitude and performance.

Crime certainly does not pay. However, for various reasons, people still commit
crimes. For them, the society must ensure that they pay for their crimes, but we have
to ensure that they do-not go back to their criminal ways again by helping them once
they are out of prison. The best way that we can contribute to helping them is to give
them a second chance. After all, like us, they are only human.
